               Rotating Shelter Update 
 

Our parish is hosting the Faith in Action Rotating Shel‐
ter for Homeless Men for the month of July.  This is 
the 17th year that our parish has been participating in 
this program.  A number of local churches, syna‐

gogues, and community groups work with West Valley Community 
Services to provide food, shelter, support, case management, referral 
services, and transitional housing for homeless men who are willing 
and able to find gainful employment and a place to live.  The shelter 
rotates to a different church/congregation each month.    
MANY THANKS to the wonderful parishioners who have volunteered 
to provide meals or serve as shoppers or greeters. Everything is cov‐
ered for the month!  Also, we are so grateful to the many parishioners 
who have donated quarters for the laundry fund, and have donated 
toiletries and clothing.  The men in the shelter have been delighted to 
receive these things.  May God bless you all for your kindness and 
generosity!     
Just a quick summary of the program: the shelter is managed and 
supervised by West Valley Community Services.  There are 15 men in 
the shelter (and a waiting list of over 20).  Our parish is providing the 
AV room (at the end of the school building) for the men to have their 
meals and sleep.  Our parishioners and some local community groups 
are providing meals each evening.  Our parish greeters and shoppers 
arrive each evening to welcome the guests and to buy what is needed 
for breakfasts and lunches. 
WISH LIST:  Laundry quarters continue to be greatly appreciated for 
the shelter guests.  Those men in the shelter who do not yet have 
jobs have no spending money, and use the $3.00 per week in quarters 
that is given to them by the shelter program manager to do their own 
personal laundry at local laundromats.      
Other items: backpacks, towels, pillowcases, laundry bags, shoe store 
gift cards, bicycles in working condition, bike locks and chains, bike 
helmets, area dentists willing to donate services for shelter guests 
with major dental problems.

Deacon Ron Hansen was ordained by Bishop McGrath on January 13, 2007 and comes to Saint Joseph of Cupertino following his 
original assignment to Mission Santa Clara.  He also serves as co-chair of the Committee for Continuing Education of Clergy.  Dea-
con Hansen grew up in Omaha, Nebraska where he received his B. A. in English literature at Creighton University.  Following mili-
tary service as a Lieutenant in the Army, he earned a Master of Fine Arts in fiction writing at the famous Iowa Writers Workshop.  
He held a Wallace Stegner creative writing fellowship at Stanford University and taught there for three years before taking positions 
at the universities of Michigan, Cornell, Arizona, UC-Santa Cruz, and elsewhere.  Since 1996 he has been the Gerard Manley Hop-
kins, S.J. Professor in the Arts and Humanities at Santa Clara University, where he earned an M. A. from the Graduate Pastoral Min-
istries Program in 1995.  Deacon Hansen is the author of twelve books, including Mariette in Ecstasy, Atticus, and The Assassination 
of Jesse James by the Coward Robert Ford, which was made into a movie starring Brad Pitt and Casey Affleck.  His wife, Bo Cald-
well, is also a fiction writer.  Some parishioners may know her novel The Distant Land of My Father.  Their daughter is attending 
medical school and their son is earning a graduate degree in musical theater at New York University.  In addition to his other duties, 
Deacon Hansen will be leading a Bible study group on the Gospel of Mark this fall.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
The American Revolution cleared the way for freedom of 
religion in the former colonies, since the colonies had 
always been a more religiously tolerant place than the old 
country. Even so, colonial laws restricted the practice of 
the Catholic faith, and just as in England, Americans who 
desired to be priests or nuns had to go to the Netherlands 
or France. As political storm clouds gathered in France, 
an American woman, Mother Bernadina Matthews, the 
prioress of the Hoogstraeten Carmel in Holland, made a 
brave move. With two other American nuns, her nieces, 
and a Dutch sister, she came to Port Tobacco, Maryland, 
in 1790. Within twenty years the community had grown 
to twenty, although by 1823 their farm failed and they 
had to move to Baltimore and open a school. The Carme-
lite order requires contemplation and cloister, so in time 
the school was closed. The Port Tobacco land had long 
since been sold, but in 1976 a community of nuns was 
able to return thanks to loyal neighbors who had worked 
for forty years for their restoration. Today, our original 
American convent is fully alive in prayer, hard work, and 
strong community.
